Biology Research Paper Peer Review (10 pts)

Objectives:  You will receive constructive feedback on your lab report from someone who has not already read your paper.  Reading another student’s lab report allows you to practice thinking critically about the scientific method, literature references, and clear communication.  If done thoughtfully, it helps improve your own writing as well as that of your peers.
Peer review questions to be answered in an email sent to both the author and Aimee:
1. How effectively did the author use references to help explain why the hypothesis and the results make sense?   Consider format and relevance of citations given.  Citations in parentheses should match those in the literature cited and follow a standard format.  Can you identify any areas where additional reference information could help the author make his/her points?
2.  Could you understand the reasons for the author’s hypothesis, how the experiment was conducted, and what the results may mean?  Comment on the clarity and completeness of the paper.  Offer constructive comments on how to present the information more clearly or concisely.
3. Based on the data and the representation of the data, do you think the author’s conclusions were supported? Explain why/ why not.  
4. Are any of the other components listed on the grading rubric missing or incorrect? Check the details, as you would like your reviewer to do for you.
