Stem Cell Activity
1.  Before doing the activity, I want to know your current position on stem cell research and cloning.  You articulated this position on your last quiz.  Type up your statement (you may do some minor editing if necessary) from your quiz as your “Before” position statement.
2.  Now I want you to go to a website (http://www.pbs.org/wgbh/nova/body/stem-cell-poll.html) and click on the “Launch Interactive”.  It will first ask you to make a yes or no response to the question and based on your response you will be given some information.  Each time you are given new information, you will be asked for your position again.  This will take you about 30 minutes to complete, so make sure you’ve allotted a little time for it.  And, I encourage you to do this with a friend and talk over the information together.

3.  After completing the activity, tell me if you changed your mind at all during it, even if you changed it back to your original position in the end.  If you did change your mind at all, what made you change it?  If you didn’t, what is the major reason for your position?

4.  Write an “After” position statement about your views on stem cell research and cloning.  Your basic opinion may not have changed, but your second statement should contain more explanatory information as you now know more details on the topic.
