Aedes albopictus 

Common names: 
Asian tiger mosquito 
forest day mosquito 
mosquito tigre (Spanish)
Invaded through: Import of gardening 	plants
Impacts:   associated with disease (virus)
deng
 West Nile 
Japanese encephalitis



Ceratitis capitata 

Common names: 
medfly 
Mediterranean fruit fly
Invaded through: Fruit exports or local 	sale, lays eggs under fruit skin
Impacts: 
effects fruit 
causes economic loss for fruit farmers


Columba livia 

Common names 
carrier pigeon
domestic pigeon
paloma de castilla (Spanish)
 paloma doméstica (Spanish)
Invaded through: from England, imported 	for game and food
Impacts:  
Droppings corrode structures
Transmit variety of diseases



Cyprinus carpio

Common names:
Common carp 
mirror carp
carpa (Spanish)
Invaded through: Introduced as food and 	for ornamental use
Impacts:   
reduces water clarity
destroys and uproots aquatic plants
discourages productivity of other species

Dioscorea bulbifera

Common names 
air yam
wild yam
ñame de gunda (Spanish)
Invaded through: Highly invasive 	vine/climber 
Impacts:   
outcompetes and smothers native vegitation

Eichhornia crassipes

Common names:
water hyacinth
lechuguilla (Spanish)
Invaded through: use as ornamental pond 	plant
Impacts:   
Blocks water ways
Blocks sunlight from reaching submerged plants
Drastically reduces natural bidiversity

blue tilapia
tilapia azul (Spanish-Mexico)
Invaded through: Introduced from 	Africa/Middle East as a high protein 	food source
Impacts:   
Dominate by displacing native species
Escape from confinement

Invaded through: Introduction through 	aquaculture
Impacts:   
feed on everything insects to plants

Tilapia
freshwater snapper
St. Peters fish
Invaded through:  used for aquaculture
Impacts:
Reduce water quality
Decline of valued native fish species
alteration of natural benthic communities

Rubus niveus

Common names:
Ceylon raspberry
hill raspberry
frambuesa (Spanish)
Invaded through: shrub from Asian, 	cultivated for sweet fruits
Impacts:   
creates impermeable thorny thickets
displaces native species
