Advertising Speech

Advertising is a form of persuasion.  For this assignment you will develop a 3-4 minute advertisement about a product or service.  Your job is to try to convince us that your product or service is worth purchasing.  As part of your delivery of your advertisement, you must use a prop.  Using a physical prop is often an effective tool for emphasizing your message, but the key is to use it judiciously – you want to make your point, but you do not want it to be distracting.  Practicing with your prop will be essential.

You must turn in a typed speaking outline for your advertisement.  Your introduction will likely contain some basic information about your product/service.  Your main points should be the major selling points of your product service that you will support with details, examples, or demonstrations.  Examples of possible main points include: how durable your product is, how much time your service will save someone, how easy your product is to use, etc.  Your conclusion should summarize the major features of your product and leave a memorable impact on the audience.  Testimonials are also welcome.

Delivery of your advertisement will require you to be enthusiastic, clear, and appear knowledgeable and trustworthy.  You will also need to make some ethical decisions in your advertisement – How much of the truth do you reveal?  Should you exaggerate anything?
