1.  (Chl) Test the claim that there is a linear relationship between chlorophyll concentration and Secchi disk readings.
2.  (Areas) Test the claim that U.S. states have the same mean area as European countries.  (Note:  Areas for ALL U.S. states and ALL European countries are provided.)
3.  (Crabs) Test the claim that the crabs are equally distributed at low, mid, and high intertidal heights.  (Note: Combine data from all three transects.)
4.  (BirthWt) Test the claim that teenage (ages 14-19) mothers give birth to babies with a lower mean weight than the average for U.S. births (=8.09lbs., =1.13lbs.).
5.  (Travel) Test the claim that Unity College employees have the same average time to travel to work as the average reported for the whole U.S. by the census statistics, 25.3 minutes.

6. (Corbicula) Test the claim that clams (Corbicula sp.) are distributed through sediment depths the same throughout the seasons.
7.  (Fruit) Test the claim that the U.S. has produced equal amounts of apples and oranges each year since 1970 through 2008.  (Note: Notice that data are given in millions of pounds.)

8.  (Eggs) Test the claim that my two breeds of chickens (Americauna and Golden Comet) produce eggs of equal weight.
