At the beginning of the semester you wrote an essay about your goals, hopes, fears, expectations, etc.  A little later on you evaluated your strengths and areas for improvement and wrote some specific goals related to those.
For your final project I’m asking you to evaluate your progress.  I want you to show me how effective you were at accomplishing your specified action steps and working towards your identified goals.  It’s possible that your goals may have changed, so explain how and why if they did.  In addition, you need to demonstrate how during your progress towards your goals you 1. engaged in personal development opportunities, 2. engaged your new community, and 3. demonstrated environmental stewardship.  And, finally, you will also identify some next steps to take in the upcoming semesters to keep yourself moving towards your goals, including perhaps new goals you set for yourself.
While making progress towards your goals will be some part of your grade on this project, the bulk of your grade will come from how well you’ve evaluated your progress.  In other words, if you did nothing you said you were going to do, it will reflect in your grade, but it doesn’t mean you get a zero.  Exploring why you didn’t follow through, what that means about yourself and your goals, and what direction you can take it all in the future is what I will be looking for.

This project can take many forms and should reflect your personality.  If you are a writer, you can choose to write a reflective essay.  You can choose to make a collage, a portfolio, a webpage, a Powerpoint, a photographic essay, a song, a comic book.  You can choose any medium so long as you use it to reflect on your progress towards your self-identified goals and look forward to future stages.
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
