Your Wind View
Now that you’ve read some information and have had the opportunity to listen to speakers on the usefulness and limitations of wind power as well as the local processes involved, I want you to write a position paper.  

· Your paper will have an introduction that should draw the reader in – tell a story, use some shocking quote or statistics, but get the reader interested.  Your introduction also obviously needs to introduce the topic of your paper.  
· The body of your paper will consist of at least one paragraph each for a minimum of three pros and three cons of wind power.  You may need to look up information for this part.  Don’t just tell me that it’s bad for bats, explain the problem and provide some data.
· Following this is a paragraph or two of your analysis about wind power in residential communities, and especially about the process that occurred in Freedom.  Do you think wind turbines should ever be in residential communities?  What kind of process should be involved?  Should the owner of the land be allowed to do anything s/he wants on it.
· Finally, your paper should have a concluding paragraph that explains your current view on wind power and how we should or should not invest in it.  Include in your position how you see wind power fitting in with the Leave No Trace Ethic.  What do you think the “real” environmentalist position should be with regard to wind power?
· Because your paper will include information and data, I also expect there is a Bibliography or Works Cited.
