· Application/nomination deadline:  January 15th
· Notification date:  early February
· Awards event:  Women’s History Month – March 
· Women’s environmental Student Leader Award 
· One recipient
· Two honorable mention recognitions
· Nominee is not required to be a candidate for admission to Unity College.  However, should the recipient choose to enroll at Unity College, the award will include a $1000 scholarship.
· Selection criteria includes
· involvement in environmental projects,

· serious commitment to becoming future leaders in the environmental field,

· commitment to educating others about environmental issues,

· interest in environmental problems and solutions,

· participation in conservation organizations and/or
· active in school and/or community environmentally-based clubs and projects.

· GPA minimum of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale or the academic equivalent
