 Strong skills in public speaking, writing, and computers. Skills in multimedia and graphic arts preferred 

 Ability to lead nature hikes and outdoor experiences on uneven terrain in all weather conditions 

including lifting over 50 lbs  

 Previous teaching experience in a museum, nature center, park or zoo setting highly preferred 

 Theater or performance experience helpful 

 Knowledge of the flora and fauna of the Adirondack region and bird identification skills highly desired 

 Flexible work schedule- weekends, some evenings and long days are required
