Interns will be 

exposed to the practical side of research while out at sea with 

Oceans Research interns. They will get the chance to learn about 

several white shark research projects such as photo 

identification, population dynamics, genetic and stable isotope 

sampling and more. Interns should be: (a) students currently 

enrolled at an academic institution and studying towards a science 

or educational major; (b) graduated students with a minimum of a 

degree in science or education; or (c) educators with experience 

in environmental education. However, we invite applications from 

all students and enthusiasts who have a passion for educating the 

youth and want to help raise awareness about the problems that 

sharks and the oceans are facing.
